tools of reading nonfiction
designating or pertaining to a style of printing types in which the letters usually slope to the right, patterned upon a compact manuscript hand, and used for emphasis, to separate different kind of  information
a title or caption of a page, chapter, etc
a subordinate division of a title or heading
a developmental scale for a range of reading
a title or explanation for a picture or illustration, esp. in a magazine 

a representation,  as of the features of an area of the earth, showing them in their respective forms, sizes, and relationships according to some convention of representation
explanatory table of symbols used on a map or chart; also called map legend
a problem for discussion or under discussion; a matter for investigation (4 types-Right There, In My Head, Think and Search, On My Own)
to derive by reasoning; conclude or judge from premises or evidence
