Objective
Students will study the novel  
Freak the Mighty by Rodman Philbrick 
in order to gain a deeper understanding
of characters, setting, plot, themes...and life. 

This novel is perfect for young adolescents to study. The characters are contemporary and endearing with Max--an oversized, learning disabled, middle school student--as the narrator. Max becomes Freak the Mighty when he befriends an extremely small, yet highly intelligent, boy named Kevin (a.k.a. Freak) who has a physical disability called Morquio's Syndrome. The story is filled with humor, action, and drama, but more importantly, filled with important life lessons.

This website contains lesson plans for a complete unit studying this novel. The lessons are divided into phases that take the students into, through and beyond the novel. The phases can be reviewed and utilized by using the navigation bar to the right.
