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Example
Language that appeals to the senses. Descriptions of people or objects stated in terms of our senses. 
Whenever you describe something by comparing it with something else, you are using figurative language. Any language that goes beyond the literal meaning of words in order to furnish new effects or fresh insights into an idea or a subject. The most common figures of speech are simile, metaphor, and alliteration.

wide-eyed and wondering while we wait for others to waken.

use of the 5 senses to create mental images of a scene
hear-The wind died to a sudden lull-only the singing and the hard patter of the great wet drops met my ears.
feel-I trembled, all ten fingers burning with the effort of clinging to the side of the cliff.

see- A mass of shimmering, golden scales and iridescent fins flashed beneath a lightening filled sky.
touch-White-capped waves smashed me against the sharp wicked rocks hidden beneath the surface.

taste-My mouth watered as I thought about how wonderful and fresh the tart and crispy bread would taste.
A person, place or object which has a meaning in itself but suggests other meanings as well. Things, characters and actions can be symbols. Anything that suggests a meaning beyond the obvious.
Some symbols are conventional, generally meaning the same thing to all readers. 

bright sunshine symbolizes goodness and water is a symbolic cleanser.
