a type of figurative language. It is often confused with a simile or a metaphor because it often compares two objects. The difference is a hyperbole is an exaggeration used to heighten effect.

She’s said so on several million occasions
His feet were as big as a barge.
Explanation: It looks like a simile. It is comparing foot size to the size of a barge. Everyone knows that a barge is approximately 700 feet long. Imagine getting a pair of shoes that big! 
Explanation

You could be Miss Universe.

It took light years for this to work. 

I waited in line for centuries. 

I've told you a million times don't exaggerate. 

I had to walk fifteen miles up-hill both ways, in snow five feet deep.
