	 Right There (explicit)
The answer is directly stated in the text.  These are also known as literal questions.  (There is usually only one correct answer)  Stems for these questions might begin with “name the main character”, “how many”, “what is”, or “who is”. 
Possible question starters:

define, describe, identify, list, name, observe, recite, scan, relate, label, show, select, choose, find, match
	 Author and You (Explicit and Implicit) 
The reader will not find the answer to these questions in the text. They are required to mesh their thoughts about a topic with information the author presents.  (There can be more than one correct answer) This is a higher order thinking question. 
Possible question starters:
apply, evaluate, hypothesize, imagine, judge, predict, speculate, (reflect) identify, theorize, formulate, discuss, imagine

	 Think and Search (Implicit)
This answer requires putting together several sections of the text and thinking about how they are connected, to find the answer for the question. Think and Search questions might begin with “compare”, “retell”. “find three causes”, or “name two reasons”. (Includes explanation, compare/contrast, cause/effect, list/example.)
Possible question starters:
analyze, compare, contrast, group, infer, sequence, synthesize, explain, illustrate,  interpret, relate
	 On My Own (Implicit) 
This answer comes from application of the information from the text.
Possible question starters:
apply a principle, evaluate, hypothesize, imagine, judge, predict, speculate, justify, defend, determine, dispute, assess, rate, prove, criticize
