Reading Comprehension Strategies:

Can you make sense of the text?

*Recognizing Text Features:

*Questioning: Before reading, during reading, and after reading

Ask questions about the story. Actually write them down and answer them based on what you have read. The questions you write and answer can help to clarify confusing or difficult ideas.

· On Your Own

*Make Connections: Form a meaningful relationship between the story and yourself, other text, the world and the media

*Making Inferences:  What does the author mean?

*Visualize: Imagine characters and setting, what you might hear, taste, touch, smell and see
*Predicting: Ask yourself questions. 

What do you think will happen next?

*Summarize: Can you retell in the story in your own words, Beginning, Middle, and End?

*Evaluate: Think about what you read. What is your opinion? What did you learn? Evaluate the motives of the author or the characters of the story. This is thinking and writing about why the story was written; why it was written the way it was; why the characters, scenes, and descriptions are presented in the way they are.
*Synthesize reflect on reading, combine the ideas gained by reading with own knowledge, and create new ideas, perspectives or opinions, and a personal understanding of the text.
