1.  peri-    “surrounding” “about” or “around”
 

periodically -adj. occurring or appearing at regular intervals: periodic visits of a mail steamer to an island.
The teacher walks around the classroom periodically to check our work. 

  
2.  pseudo- false  
 

pseudonym  n. A name adopted by an author for his writings; a pen name. Or a stage name for an actor/singer

Marshal Mather’s pseudonym is Eminem while performing on stage.

 
3.  semi-  partly, not fully  
 
semiannual–adj. occurring, done, or published every half year or twice a year; semiyearly. lasting for half a year: a semiannual plant.
The semiannual sale at the store will appear during both the summer and winter season. 

4.  spect  to see

spectacular adj  dramatically daring or thrilling

From the top of the Hancock Tower in Chicago, we had a spectacular view.

5.  theo-   a combining form meaning “god,” used in the formation of compound words

theology n  the field of study and analysis that treats of God and of God's attributes and relations to the universe; study of divine things or religious truth; divinity

Ministers and priests study theology to learn about God.
6.  under-   to indicate place or situation below or beneath (underbrush; 

undernourished  adj.  not given essential elements for proper development

Children in third world countries are often undernourished due to inadequate food supplies.
7.  -ure  process or condition, or something resulting from an action

erasure  n  the complete removal or destruction of something

Accidental erasure of a computer program could cause a computer to malfunction.

8.  anti-  against   

antibiotic  n any of a large group of chemical substances, as penicillin or streptomycin, produced by various microorganisms and fungi, having the capacity in dilute solutions to inhibit the growth of or to destroy bacteria and other microorganisms, used chiefly in the treatment of infectious diseases.

Doctors have a variety of antibiotics they use to try to fight infection.

9.  acid, acri-  bitter, sharp, sour, stinging

acrid  adj.  sharp or biting to the taste or smell; bitterly pungent; irritating to the eyes, nose

The smell of burning rubber was so acrid that Amanda had to walk away from the accident.

10. ad-  “to” or “toward” and indicated direction, tendency, or addition

adamant  adj  utterly unyielding in attitude or opinion in spite of all appeals, urgings

Chloe was adamant that she had left the missing keys on the counter when she came home from school.

11.  anthrop-  human, man

philanthropist one who loves mankind, and seeks to promote the good of others

Bill and Melina Gates are two philanthropists who donate about $27,976 million a year to health and education. 

12.  -ary   of or relating to

revolutionary n radically new or innovative; outside or beyond established procedure, principles 

During the Revolutionary War, the colonists revolted or rebelled against the British to claim their independence. 

13.  astro-  star, celestial body

asterisk n A tiny star; used in printing to note something special 

An asterisk is often used in Social Studies books to show additional information.
14.  aud-   sound

audible   adj  capable of being heard; loud enough to be heard; actually heard.

The sound coming from the old CD player was barely audible.
15.  bin-    a combining form meaning “two,” “two at a time,”

binary adj. - consisting of, indicating, or involving two

The binary system works under the exact same principles as the decimal system, only it operates in base 2 rather than base 10.
16.  calor-  heat

calorie n.  a quantity of food capable of producing such an amount of energy

Exercise is important; it burns the calories that we consume in our food.

17.  cata-    a prefix meaning “down,” “against,” “back,” 

catacomb n an underground cemetery, esp. one consisting of tunnels and rooms with recesses dug out for coffins and tombs.

The catacombs of Rome are ancient catacombs, or underground burial places under or near Rome, Italy. 

18.  -cide  to cut down, kill

pesticide  a chemical preparation for destroying plant, fungal, or animal pests

Many people had to use a pesticide to get rid of the Japanese beetles this summer.
19.  circ, circum-  to go around

circumference   n the outer boundary, esp. of a circular area; perimeter

To find the circumference of a circle; multiply 2(pie) by the radius.
20.  corp-   The human body, whether living or dead

corporal adj.  of the human body; bodily; physical
In the 1800’s, corporal punishment was allowed in our schools for student offenses.
21.  cred-  to believe

credibility n  capable of being believed; believable
Our governor’s credibility was in question during his recent trial.
22.  dorm-  to sleep

dormant n lying asleep or as if asleep; inactive, as in sleep

The most famous type of dormancy is hibernation, although most people use the term wrongly. Most people believe that bears hibernate. Bears do not hibernate. In fact there are very few mammals that do.
23.  epi-  upon, over

epidermis n  the outer, nonvascular, nonsensitive layer of the skin

The epidermis is the outer layer of skin. The thickness of the epidermis varies in different types of skin. It is the thinnest on the eyelids at .05 mm and the thickest on the palms and soles at 1.5 mm.

24.  eu-    good, well

euphonious  adj.  having a pleasant sound 

The robin's euphonious song filled the air with spring, on 
that cold November morning.
25.  flex-. To bend  

flexible adj capable of being bent, usually without breaking; easily bent

When a strong wind blows, you can see that many trees are flexible and bend with the wind.
26.  helio-  a combining form meaning “sun,”

heliolatry n worship of the Sun
The Egyptians, who personified the sun as the god Ra, were one of numerous ancient cultures that practiced heliolatry.
27.  hydra, hydro-   a combining form meaning “water,” –

hydromancy n  the practice of attempting to foretell events or discover unknown knowledge by studying the appearance or movement of water 

28.  -ive  tending to or performing 

supportive adj.  giving support, especially moral or emotional support 

Our Mom is very supportive.  She helps us with our homework every night and makes sure that we have all of the supplies we need to get our work done.

29.  macro-  adj. very large in scope or scale   

macrocosm-n. - the great world or universe; the universe considered as a whole

The MACROCOSM represents the universe with its physical, visible and subtle, invisible aspects.
30.  mal-  meaning “bad,” “wrongful,” “ill,”

malady n any disorder or disease of the body, esp. one that is chronic or deepseated

Stage fright is malady that is usually a result of the performer fearing that they will make a mistake in public and be ridiculed for that mistake.
31.  mar-, mari-    marine, ocean

mariner  n. - a person who directs or assists in the navigation of a ship; sailor
In the book Moby Dick, Captain Ahab, a mariner, was seeking revenge from the whale that had bitten off his leg.
32.  micro- extremely small

microscopic n.  so small as to be invisible or indistinct without the use of the microscope
It is always a good idea to wash your hands to remove microscopic germs that may be there.
33.  mid-   middle

midway adj, adv. in the middle of the way or distance; halfway

Streamwood is midway between Bartlett and Hoffman Estates.
34.  mono-  one

monotonous n  lacking in variety; tediously unvarying

A subtle, but very effective way, to make your writing deadly and monotonous is by never varying sentence length.

35.  -ness   State; quality; condition; degree
callousness adj.  showing no concern that other people are or might be hurt or upset 

Though others might seem insensitive, that’s no excuse for callousness on your part.

36.  ob-   a prefix meaning “toward,” “to,” “on,” “over,” “against,”  inverse

obstinate  adj. firmly or stubbornly adhering to one's purpose, opinion, etc.; 
not yielding to argument, persuasion, or entreaty

If someone shows you a better way, do not be obstinate and continue on the wrong path.  

37,  omni-   means “all,

omniscient adj. having complete or unlimited knowledge, awareness, or understanding; perceiving all things

Parents and teachers are not omniscient; they know what you feel only when you tell them.

38.  pater, part    somebody’s father

paternal  adj.  characteristic of or befitting a father; fatherly
Seeing his newborn child brought out all of the man’s paternal
instincts.
