admonish v. to warn or notify of a fault; to reprove 
gently or kindly, but seriously; to exhort

The mother gently admonished her child about 
forgetting to take out the trash.
8.  anthrop-  human, man

anthropomorphic adj.  to transfer human characteristics 
on to an object, animal or machine

In the movie Wall-E, the little robot had 
anthropomorhpic characteristics.  He had feelings of love 
toward Eve and curiosity about the spaceship.
9.  -ary   of or relating to

arbitrary adj. subject to individual will or judgment without 
restriction; contingent solely upon one's discretion: an 
arbitrary decision.

Nobody made him do it. His decision was completely arbitrary.
10. astro-  star, celestial body

astrology n. the science of the stars; the art of judging 
of the influences of the stars upon human affairs, and of 
foretelling events by their position and aspects

11. aud-  sound

20.  epi-  upon, over

epidemic n. a spreading among the people; as, a disease that is contagious
A very serious epidemic of cholera struck Welshpool in 1848 causing many deaths.

eulogy n. words of praise, especially for the dead

This Saturday, I have been asked to deliver the eulogy at his memorial service at St Giles Cathedral in Edinburgh.

22.  flex - To bend  

flexibility –adjective 
-capable of being bent, usually without breaking; easily bent: a flexible ruler
-susceptible of modification or adaptation; adaptable: a flexible schedule.
-willing or disposed to yield; pliable: a flexible personality
His extraordinary flexibility and apparent double jointedness made him a natural contortionist.
